Day 1: Sunday, October 5, 2025 Overnight Flight Ancient castles
and Roman ruins, groves of orange and almond trees, quiet
whitewashed villages, and welcoming locals — Portugal is waiting
for you.

You can
handle a variety of terrains, from cobblestone streets to moderate hills with
relative ease and without assistance. You can climb two flights of stairs
with ease.
