Experience It! Giant's Causeway

Flanked by the wild Atlantic Ocean and a landscape of dramatic cliffs, for centuries the Giant's Causeway has inspired artists, stirred
scientific debate, and captured the imagination of all who see it. As Ireland’s only UNESCO World Heritage Site (designated in 1980), it's
made up of some 40,000 massive black basalt columns sticking out of the sea. The dramatic sight of this natural phenomenon, almost
60 million years in the making, has inspired legends of giants striding over the sea to Scotland. Most say it was an Irishman named Finn
McCool who created the causeway to meet his Scottish rival, who ripped it up as he made his escape. But some insist that the giant
tried to build a path to see his true love, a lass in Scotland!
